Each episode is a stand alone story where Eric and Sally fall into an adventure
which demands investigating. Although forbidden by Kent, Sally and Eric can’t help
but use their increasing powers to solve these mysteries. They always encounter a
bizarre agent sent by Kent who ultimately needs their help.

Each episode will present them with a personal conflict too. As they tackle the
assignment they must also work through this personal conflict. By the end of the
episode they will resolve their quarrel, and triumph over their foe.

E.S.P. is built on humour. While the real world carries on around them, Eric and
Sally share a crazy world of eccentric agents, secret missions and extraordinary
powers. It’s a comical analogy for self discovery. Within their bizarre world they
find themselves growing in ability, confidence and power.

Although sharply authoritative, Kent shows
flashes of the strange world to which he belongs. His short attention span betrays
his enormous work load but he is genuine in his desire to effectively mentor his
two new prized students.

Georgie Piper (35)

Eric’s struggling Mum — the perennial battler. She cheerfully jumps through hoops
to keep the household “normal” and breaks her neck to avoid Eric becoming a
“latch key kid”. She’d deeply love to be a married house Mum with eleven kids, but
she’s just got the one and she loves him as she would the eleven.

Stirling Fischer (43)

Sally’s dad Stirling is what Cary Grant WISHES he looked like. He’s the epitome of
style and grace and posture and poise — except he doesn’t know it. Women swoon
around him but he never picks up on it — maybe that’s part of his charm.
